Lib Dem Euro-MP fights for clean air in London.

London Liberal Democrat MEP Sarah Ludford has been stepping up her campaign for clean air for Londoners. She met Europe's environment watchdog and helped create the pressure which has led to EU legal action against the UK for breaching air pollution limits.  She says:

"The Labour government has failed to take action to reduce dangerous nitrogen dioxide as well as airborne particles given off by industry, cars and lorries, and central heating. But these can cause asthma, heart problems and lung cancer. 1,000 people in London die early every year from these diseases." 

"Liberal Democrats in Westminster, Brussels and City Hall have been campaigning together to ensure that the Government is held to its air quality obligations. We call for better public transport so people can leave cars at home, effective anti-congestion measures, and for limits on air travel growth."

Sarah Ludford MEP has been a strong campaigner against Labour plans for expanding Heathrow through a third runway, not least as it will increase dirty emissions. She added: 

"Labour's shameful inaction in meeting the health standards it signed up to is costing British lives. The decisive EU step in enforcing clean air laws shows the importance of Europe in securing a decent environment, vital when our own government cannot be trusted." 

"The failure to deliver air we can safely breathe demonstrates the craziness and hypocrisy of a third runway at Heathrow which will just increase pollution and global warming. Labour politicians who support the expansion are betraying Londoners who want good health and quality of life and a clean environment"
