Sarah Ludford MEP takes campaign against Heathrow 3rd runway to Brussels 
Whilst the Labour government is refusing to listen to Londoners’ growing concerns about plans for a third runway at Heathrow, London’s Liberal Democrat MEP Sarah Ludford has taken the fight to Europe.  
She held a meeting with the European environment chief Commissioner Stavros Dimas to seek assurance that the UK would be held to its EU air quality obligations. London is already failing to meet EU standards, especially on nitrogen dioxide. Heathrow expansion would torpedo any chance of compliance.  
Shortly after this meeting, the Commissioner said the case put forward on behalf of Heathrow expansion “suggest that nitrogen limit values near Heathrow will be significantly exceeded……even after 2015.”
Sarah Ludford said: “I’m encouraged that Commissioner Dimas has a firm understanding of the issue and will carefully monitor the likely impact of a Heathrow third runway on the health of Londoners.”

“If the Labour government won’t halt Heathrow expansion perhaps the Liberal Democrats in Europe can. This isn’t just about the environment but about the wellbeing of millions of London residents.”
